We participated in the M4 project during the last academic year and I can categorically state that it was a real success. All of the children from all of the Schools gave up their time to produce the video, website and booklet – all excellent tools for easing the worrying transition from Primary to Secondary School.


I have received a tremendous amount of positive feedback, both from the pupils themselves and their Parents. I was really impressed with the way the whole group gelled and the organisational skills and commitment of Mr Steve Rayer, who held the whole project together. 


One of the real positives to come out of the project is that some of the Year 7 pupils are still involved in some of our Community clubs, e.g. the Boys dance club on a Wednesday evening – their glowing accounts of the project and their introduction to the High School  has had a positive effect on our current Year 6 children.


I have also been pleased that the Schools have worked together to produce a PSE component of a Programme of Study that focuses on this very important issue.
